Ordainment of a Lone Wolf by a Venerable Wolf
To become a cleric of Ulric, an initiate must be fit in Mind, Body and Spirit.
Do you wish me to test you? If the candidate agrees, the superior priest (usually a Venerable Wolf, i.e. level 2 cleric):

· explain duties expected of him (preaching, defending & converting)

· explain skills that make a good priest (Arcane language - Magick, Recite Prayers - Clerical 1, Meditate, Public Speaking)

· explains the 3 different types of prayer (Blessings, Godsends & Miracles)

· explains that before attempting to be ordained as a Lone Wolf he must:

· know at least 2 blessings

· experienced at least  1 godsend

· test his knowledge (Mind)

· Read/write (write name, my name)

· Scroll lore (Read this scroll)

· Secret Language – Classical

· asks “Quare perceptum an ianus lingua” (Why learn an arcane language)
· asks “Est vestri fides validus? ” (Is your faith strong)
· says “Ego reputo vestri mens est validus” (I think your mind is strong)
· Theology (ask to recite Ulrican strictures)

· test his force (Body):

· arm-wrestle with him (Str 5)

· spar with him (WS 50, A2, I45) using real weapons, to first blood (5W)

· test his faith (Spirit):

· Asks if the candidate has ever given any blessings. If so, which ones?

· Asks if the candidate has ever witnessed any Godsends & Miracles?

· Does he know any prayers? If so, which ones?

· Asks the candidate to place his axe (right) hand in the Eternal Flame:

· Round 1: the flames lick his hand and all the hairs curl, shrivel & singe, Str3+D4W
· Round 2: pain stabs in his hand as the flames burn into his skin, Str3+D4W + WP test

· Round 3: intense pain explodes in his hand as the fire scorches his skin causing it to bubble and blister, Str3+D4W & challenging (-20) WP test

· Round 4: agony floods his arm as the burning hot flames grill his bare flesh causing it to char, Str3+D4W & difficult (-30) WP test

· Round 5: extreme agony fills his body as the scorching hot flames sear his bare flesh causing it to blacken, Str3+D4W & very difficult (-40) WP test

· Provided the candidate keeps his hand in the Eternal Flame for at least 3 rounds, he will consider him ready to be ordained

· He will explain that the Eternal Flame’s purity is such that the wounds will heal quickly (indeed they’ll heal at twice normal rate)

· He will then ask to be left alone so that he may commune with Ulric

· With some difficulty, he’ll kneel down on the cold, stone floor beside the Eternal Flame and being praying

· A while later, with deep satisfaction, he will proudly declare that The candidate is ready to be ordained as a Lone Wolf. Is he read to take the oath of ordainment?

· I [candidate’s name]
· Do solemnly swear before the almighty Ulric

· Lord of Wolves, Battle & Winter

· That I shall endeavour throughout all seasons

· To uphold his holy strictures

· To preach, to receive & to convert

· To defend the faith where threatened

· To him our Lord, I offer up my body

· May he have mercy upon my soul

· Amen

· We’ll grab him in his arms and hug him tightly. “Welcome into the pack brother!”
· Before you go thinking that wasn’t too hard, consider that if want to reach my lofty status (Venerable Wolf) you’ll need to:

· learn certain key skills (Arcane language - Magick, Cast Spells - Clerical 1, Meditate, Public Speaking)
· show significant experience of leadership

· demonstrate that your divine knowledge has grown to:

· know at least 4 blessings

· experienced at least  2 godsends

· witnessed at least 1 miracle

· For a Lone Wolf of his experience the most common:

· Blessings include:

· Bless token

· Battle Fury (Strength of Combat)
· Woflkinship

· Godsends include:

· Call snowstorm (Wind Blast, difficult in spring & autumn but never in summer)

· Howl of the Wolf (Cause Fear)

· Winter’s Chill (Zone of Cold)

· Miracles include:

· Heal cultist (Cure Light Injury)

· If he wishes, he is willing to teach him a prayer or two (100 XP each)

· Although it may not be for many years yet, the day that you feel ready to advance spiritually you must seek the holiest of our clergy (Ver Ulric = Level 3). For only they can consider and weigh your faith. Great leaders such as Fræi-Ulrik of Talabheim or even Ar-Ulric himself of Middenheim. There others such as Ver-Olrik of Erengrad, Or-Olrik of Kislev and Per-Olric of Olricstaad but their fields of battle remain as distant as Lord Ulric’s influence today (i.e. winter is far from summer)
· Naturally the temple expects a contribution… (dozens if not scores of crowns)
· As well as a sacrifice to celebrate his ordination… (a symbolic, if not significant, offering = sheep or even a calf)
· Remember Lone Wolf “Steadfast and Strong!”
